A hard copy of your entries and your entry fees must also be in the hands of Karen Capps at Savannah Arts Academy no later than 4:30 pm, Tuesday, December 1, 2009.
Entry Fees:  $3.00 per individual event and $8.00 per relay event
Fees Payable:  Make checks payable to SCCPSS Athletics.  Please do not draft checks to Karen Capps or SAA since this confuses bookkeeping.  There will be no refund for competitors who fail to compete or are scratched.  Late entries, if accepted, will be double fees.
Rules:  The official interscholastic rules will govern the competition.  Particular attention is directed to:
1. All contestants must represent their respective high schools.
2. All contestants must meet eligibility requirements as outlined by thr Georgia High School Association.
3. Contestants may enter no more than two(2) individual events and a total of four (4) events.  JV contestants are not eligible to compete in Varsity events, including relays.
4.  Scoring shall be through ten places; 14-11+10-9-8-6-4-3-2-1 individual events, 28-22-20-18-16-12-8-6-4-2 for relay events.
5. A swimmer or relay team is disqualified for one false start.
6. Girls’ events shall precede Boys’ events.  JV events shall precede Varsity events.
7.  Only 9th and 10th grade students are eligible to compete as JV and if entered in any JV event, must only compete as a JV swimmer, including relays.
Awards:  Distinctive awards shall be presented to the top three teams in each classification by team totals:  JV Boys, JV Girls, Varsity Boys, and Varsity Girls.
Warm Ups:  The pool will be available for warm-ups from 8:30-10:00 as designated by meet officials.
